


















Conservation reserves alone cannot protect the 
biodiversity of the region. Even if 10% of every 
ecosystem could be included, which is highly 

unlikely, in the protected area network most species 
would not be included. Any conservation reserve 

system will fail if the broader land use management 
practices ignore the conservation of biodiversity in 

off-reserve areas.
