Project Part A — Aboriginal Ranger Position

Cultural awareness activities will also be created and delivered to the broader community to encourage participation
Project Part B — Development of Aboriginal Ranger Training Program

This project sets up a process for training and capacity building of local Aboriginal People for entry into Aboriginal Ranger roles and
other NRM roles in the Yamatji Region.

The training program would fill a gap in transition of people from a tafe accredited qualification to being work-ready for operational
NRM roles. The training program would be intended for public use.
